Adhere to the time limit, otherwise the item is
disqualified.

e A group has to have at least 3 performers, except for unique talents which may qualify for 2
performers.

e All Dances need to be maximum 3'2min duration, Singing Bhajans 2 2 min duration,
Storytelling 3 min duration, Poem 3 min duration, Instruments (2 people) 3 min duration,
Yoga/Breathing techniques 3 minutes

e For Grade K-1, CROP Teachers will take extra time to conduct an item.
For Grade 2 -12 CROP Volunteers are coordinating one item also.

e For Drama/play the dialogues need to be pre-recorded by adults on a CD. All CD’s should
have a name, contact number, song name (Title name) written with black sharpie and the
CD submitted with its own sleeve to protect the CD from scratches.
